PAPAL INFALLIBILITY
PART |

Undoubtedly, this authoritative assertion by RC tfffsn constitutes the foremost impediment to adstieitive - as opposed to
sacramental -union with the Apostolic See in the view of virliyaevery Protestant confessional group. Apartfran ingrained
antipathy toward the concept as a conspicuous ebearop papist triumphalism among many non-Catholiesiditional
misunderstanding arises from a quasi-historicgatgion to equate the Petrine Office with the slzdous conduct of those who have
occupied it in times of crisis (the Borgia popesyide an oft-invoked example).

[The nature of post-Apostolic ecclesial pre-emirens contested by Rome and the Orthodox Ecumepatahrchate of the Phanar
(Constantinople) is too complex to be addressehdisnessay.]



Be forewarned: The doctrine of Papal Infallibilityistorical evolution, formal promulgation, subsent application and theological
ramifications for Christian reconciliation has fmMled a long and convoluted process - one with whiokt individuals (Catholic and
non-Catholic) remain sadly unfamiliar.

That the dogma still figures prominently in RC tigbuis evident by the fact that the April issueC8LUMBIA (the official monthly
publication of the Knights of Columbus) devotes tiul pages to its role in relation to the Churchisgisteriumor teaching
authority.

Before proceeding, it will prove helpful to register future reference three biblical verses tiadilly cited by Vatican apologists in
support of Papal docent supremacy:

And | tell you, you are Peter, and on this rockill uild my church, and the gates of Hades wilt peevail against it.

That the first has generated considerable divisor@roversyin contextu scripturaeannot be denied; that the second and third have
contributed to much polemical disputation must &deacknowledged.

Historically, the papal claim to exercise an irfdll inerrantmagisteriumfinds expression at an early date, of which the r€dwof
Ephesus (431) affords a fitting example of its agtion. The statement read by the papal legatelemning the heresiarch
Nestorius on the basis of post-Petrine teaching aeaigally incorporated almoserbatiminto the definition adopted by Vatican |
some 1,439 years later!

According to Father Alban Butle(LIVES OF THE SAINTS, p. 144, 2005 Ed.)All the Fatherssigning the document
anathematizing the Eutychian Heresy at the Cowrficlhalcedon (451) exclaimed in unisBater hath spoken by Leo!

Notwithstanding the venerable hagiographer's tecylémward dramatic exaggeration, the incident loangs is not without interest.
Indeed, taken together, these two instances demadmdhat some notion of pontifical infallibilityas acknowledged ia conciliar
setting even when the pope was presiding vicayaanshbsentiahrough legatine agency.

Although lacking in definitive pronouncement, thencept remained at leastplicit during the Middle Ages. In this context, two
pontiffs deserve special mention.

With Innocent 11l (1160-1216), the concept of unised papal authority - i.@bsolute primacy inall matters spiritual and temporal -
reached an apogee unparalleled before or sinateeth he was the first pope to refer to himsetha¥/icar of Christ. For his part,
Boniface VIII (1294-1303) issued thmillus UNAM SANCTUMo adduce his claim to supra-national jurisdictimer all Christians,
regardless of social rank and irrespective of asyé involved.

The development of "protestant” churches in th8 déntury resulted in renewed assaults on papabga¢ives, both worldly and
supernal. With the loss of entire populations He tnew religion," the RC Church launched its ownufiter-Reformation, the
crowning glory of which was the Council of Tren6¢b-63).

Although the C of T actually considered the derxanhature of hierarchical authority, both indivedwand collegial, while affirming
the inviolability of numerous papal decretals titpped short of acknowledging an infallible docauathority inherent in the pontifical
office.

At this juncture, spatial constraints behoove TletDr to "fast forward" three centuries.

Notwithstanding the historical precedents notedvabdhe formal proclamation of Papal Infallibilins an irrevocable, inviolable,
universally binding RC doctrine dates only from fff&vatican Council of 1869-70, over which Pope PXptesided.

From 1848 onward, the European political situati@ecame increasingly volatile. Revolutionary movataevere common, and the
emergence of Prussia as a dominant military polweatened the accepted international order.

In Italy, the situation was even more precarioasnfthe Church's perspective. With the rise ofiett Italian nationalism and the
loss of the Papal States following military campaidpy Giuseppi Garibaldi and Giuseppi Mazzoni,dbesummate personal insult to
Pius IX occurred in 1870 when the forces of VidiEanmanuele Il entered Rome as conquerors. Henbefiwt beleaguered pope
regarded himself as the "Prisoner of the Vaticaleélations between the Apostolic See and the sedtaban State were not
normalized until ratification of the 1929 Concordat

In France ("Eldest Daughter of the Church) as aslthe semi-autonomous German states, anti-clegcdiment assumed alarming
proportions. The Roman Curia (the RC Church's adtnative arm) came to regard such intellectual/@meents as "Modernism"”
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with mounting suspicion. Several years prior tdid&n |, Pius IX had issued his Syllabus Errordast( False of Teaching} in
1864.

As if all of this were not a sufficiently disast®background against which to have convened anemigal council the timing of the
official promulgation of Papal Infallibility by mew of the apostolicBullus® PASTOR AETERNUS(Everlasting Shepherd) on'18
July 1870 was lamentably ill-conceived. On thetmagrning, hostilities commenced between FranceRmdsia.

With the outbreak of the Franco-Prussian War (sitigmtly chronicled in Emil Zola's LE DEBACLE), nmy prelates from France,
the nascent German State and the Austro-HungarnagpirE were either stranded in a Rome now surroutyeain avowedly secular
ltaly or forced to return prematurely to their resgive dioceses. Consequently, th& Zecumenical Council ( as reckoned by the
RC Church) became, in effect, a "minority conclave.

Negative Continental reaction to the declaratiompaiftifical infallibility was both immediate andewitable. German anger found
expression in the so-called "May Laws" which retidgcvehemently anti-Catholic sentiment and lechadoption of a nationalistic,
Bismarck-iarKulturkamph (i.e., "Culture-Struggle") mentality.

In France, further impetus was accorded to the li&aal" movement which culminated in the 1915 Laawls establishing absolute
separation of Church and State.

The unpopular doctrine also gave rise to schismatistrian, German and Swiss "Old Catholic" ChurcleéEming episcopal
succession from the Dutch OC primatial see at bttec

Given the secular events unfolding when the FiratidAn Council was convened, it is only understafeldhat many anti-RC
polemicists denounced the promulgation of Papalllibility as a basically political move intendeadl €énhance the pope's individual
prestige at a time when his temporal authority &lhtut vanished from the European scene.

In view of the foregoing, it should be apparentttRAPAL INFALLIBILITY is so complex and divisive an issue and with far-
reaching ramifications that it requires two "Didles." Having established an historical overvi@lgeit necessarily cursory, June's
essay will examine both the doctrine itself andnitplications for future ecumenical initiatives.

NOVENA IN PREPARATION FOR PENTECOST

It is customary for Christians to prepare for theag Feast of Pentecost celebrated on Whitsundagrdying a Novena for the Holy

Spirit. A novena is a nine-day period of prayepieparation for some particular feast in the QiatisCalendar, or to pray for some
special intention. The first novena was kept atekpress command of the Risen Christ, by the Agmghe Blessed Virgin Mary,

and the disciples in the Upper Room from the daguwfLord’s Ascension to Pentecost (see Acts 14R-1

The Novena in preparation for Pentecost beginshenRriday after Ascension Day and goes to the Sagubefore Whitsunday, the
Day of Pentecost. On each day the Novena begthsth following prayers:

“O HOLY SPIRIT, my Lord and my God, | adore theaddrumbly acknowledge here in thy sacred Preserate #im nothing, and
can do nothing, without thy operation within meon@, great Paraclete, thou Father of the poor, @mmforter of the blest, fulfill

the promise of our Saviour, who would not leaveogshans, and enter my mind and heart as thou destend on the day of
Pentecost upon the holy Mother of Jesus and uperitdt disciples. Grant that | may have a pathiose gifts which thou didst do
prodigally bestow upon them.

“O Holy Spirit, thou Giver of every good and peifgdt, grant to me the intentions of this noverigayer. May the Father’s will be
done in me and through me. And mayest thou, O tyi§pirit of the living God, be praised and glaeiifor ever and ever. Amen.”

Then is said théord’'s Prayey together with thédail Mary, and theGlory be At the conclusion of which is said one of theper
prayers for each day, as follows:

Friday: Come, O Holy Ghost, thou Lord and Life-giver; take thy dwelling within me, and make of me thy sactemple, that |
may live by grace as an adopted child of God. rRillsoul, and create in me a fountain of living evagpringing up to life everlasting.

Saturday: Come, O Spirit of Wisdom, and reveal to my sowl thysteries of heavenly things, their exceedingtmpesss, and power,
and beauty. Teach me to love them above and begibide passing joys and satisfactions of eahow me the way by which |
may be able to attain to them, and possess thairh@d them hereafter, my own for ever.

Sunday: Come, O Spirit of Understanding, and enlightenmigd, that | may know and believe all the mystegésalvation, that at
the last | may come to the eternal light, thererify with all the Saints the clear vision of tHgrg, who with the Father and the Son
art One God, for ever and ever.

Monday: Come, O Spirit of Counsel, help and guide me inmgl ways, that | may always follow in the way ofi@t. Incline my
heart to that which is good, turn it away fromthHt is evil, and direct me by the path of thy ccanaiments to the goal of eternal life.
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Tuesday: Come, O Spirit of Fortitude, and give courage % soul. Make my heart strong in all trials andaihdistress, pouring
forth abundantly into it the gifts of strength, thanay be able to resist the attacks of the devil.

Thursday: Come, O Spirit of Piety, possess my heart; inclirie a true faith in my Saviour Christ, that imrhl may with my whole
soul seek the Father, and find in the GodheadeoF#ther, the Son, and the Holy Ghost my bestrosst joy.

Friday: Come, O Spirit of holy Fear, penetrate my inmaesrh that | may set thee, my Lord and God, befiayeface for ever, and
shun all things that offend thee. May | be madetlmyoto appear before the pure eyes of the diviregelsty in the heaven of heavens,
where thou livest and reignest in the unity of Bwer-blessed Trinity, world without end.

Saturday: Come, O Holy Comforter, and grant me a delighteavenly things. Produce in my soul the fruitsidiie, so that, being
filled with all sweetness and joy in the pursuitgafod, | may attain unto eternal blessedness.
